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How can I search/view the ICO register of data controllers?
Under section 19 of the DPA we are required by law to make the register available for inspection and currently do so via our website. A copy of the register is also available on DVD if anyone would like to request it. The register is made available in two forms, a short form and a long form, each extracted in XML format on a monthly basis.

Can I use the information found in the Information Commissioner's Register of data controllers on my website?
The register will be provided under the Open Government License and may be reused provided that the reuse of any personal data complies with the requirements of the Data Protection Act and, in particular, that such data are not used in a way that is inconsistent with the purpose for which the register was created.
For example, not used for direct marketing, or in a way that otherwise adversely affects the privacy of individuals.
Before reusing any of the information contained in the register, they should familiarise themselves with the license conditions. The license terms are available at the following URL:

It is also worth noting that the ICO register of data controllers is updated regularly. It is therefore likely that if anyone puts any of the register on their website, that it will quickly become out of date.
