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Section 33 provides an exemption for the processing of personal data which meets the ‘relevant
conditions’:

· the processing is for research, historical or statistical purposes, and

· the data is not used in a way which would affect any particular individuals, and

· it is not processed in a way which would cause substantial damage or distress to the data subject

Section 33 provides an exemption from:

· the second principle (processing for research purposes should not be considered incompatible with the purposes it was obtained for)

· the fifth principle (personal data processed for research purposes may be kept indefinitely)

· the seventh principle, if the results are not made available in a form which identifies data subjects
