Title: Call recording - can a telephone conversation be given out to the other person involved in the phone call?
Legislation: DPA

Yes it can as they are part of the conversation and know what was said. So it is reasonable in the circumstances to release the call including the third party data to ensure compliance with the request. The rules on third party data that are applicable in this instance come under section 7(4) DPA. There is no need to ask the other person for their consent.

The format of the SAR, that is a transcript or a recording would fall under LTT – SAR Audio recordings - Requests for sound recordings not transcripts
