Title: Appealing a DN (decision notice)
Legislation: FOI
Subject area: Government - central 
A decision notice can be appealed to the First Tier Tribunal (Information Rights). Any appeals must be made within 28 calendar days of the decision notice being signed.

If either party disagrees with the outcome of the Tribunal in relation to a point of law, they can then apply for leave to apply to the Upper Tribunal.
