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Subject area: Government - central
If a data controller is obliged to make personal data publically available due to any other legislation, then the personal data is exempt from:

· the subject information provisions

· the fourth principle and section 14

· the nondisclosure provisions

This exemption applies whether the personal data is made available for free, or only upon payment of a fee.
Some of the more common examples of where section 34 applies are:

· The Companies Act 2006 – publication of personal data of company directors

· Town and Country Planning Act 1990 – publication of personal data relating to individuals making planning applications

· Publication of names and addresses on the electoral register

· Civil Procedure Rules – publication of court transcripts
