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The Gloucestershire Multi Agency Risk Assessment Conference Information Sharing Protocol

LTT

The MARAC ISP (Information Sharing Protocol) is a local, multi-agency, victim-focussed process specific to Gloucestershire; it aims to ensure that information shared between the various agencies detailed, is compliant with the requirements of the DPA. 

If an organisation is part of the MARAC (ISP) and they follow the process explained within the protocol then it is likely that personal data can be exchanged in relation to domestic violence and abuse without breaching the DPA.

Background

MARAC is a local, multi-agency, victim-focussed process where information is shared on the highest risk cases of domestic violence and abuse between different agencies. These agencies include the police, criminal justice, health, social care, housing and the specialist domestic violence service sector in Gloucestershire.

(It was originally known as ‘The Gloucestershire MARAC process Information Sharing

Protocol’)

MARAC (ISP) aims to:

1. manage and increase the safety of high risk victims of domestic violence and abuse (identified through the CAADA DASH risk assessment checklist);

2. reduce risk and prevent further harm;

3. enable the safeguarding of adults and children;

4. reduce repeat victimisation; and

5. reduce crime and disorder.
