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A data controller can rely on the section 32 exemption in regard to the processing of personal data in the acknowledgements of a book. We would agree that writers’ acknowledgements (of their family members for example), even without their consent, is a societal norm. Preventing this is likely to be detrimental to the freedom of expression and the special purposes.
